Missy Fuino opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance and re-introductions of the Board Members and introduction of School Board Liaison Julia VanOrman.  Tom Angora made a motion to assign Rachel VanDeMark Secretary Pro Tem for the meeting.  Motion accepted unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report
Current account balance is $8,344.67.  $910.80 of the account balance is being held for Pat Daubendiek for the book fair and $313.78 is being held for Mary Hetland from the International Garden that was started last year.  

Letters and Communications Received
Missy received a thank you letter from the MDA Telethon regarding the donation they received.

Standing Committee Reports
Fundraising – Donna Angora:  The  SteveCo. fundraiser went home with students on September 25 and are to be returned to school on Tuesday, October 10.  Donna will contact volunteers to help with the pick-up on November 4.

Membership – Missy Fuino:  We currently have 100 PTA members, and there are a few remaining memberships that need to be processed.

Grocery Programs – Rachel VanDeMark:  We currently have a total of 1282 Campbell's Labels for Education, with Mrs. Stanchus' class the most Labels collected.  We also currently have 406 Box Tops for Education, with Miss Sherman's class with the most collected.  Remaining Box Tops and Labels for Education will processed and submitted in mid-October.

T-Shirts and Cookbooks – Missy Fuino:  T-shirt order was sent in on Monday, October 2.  Missy hopes the T-shirts will be in next week.

Meeting Program Committee – Missy Fuino:  Kristin Tsang suggested several presentations such as math intervention and backpack safety.  Charlene also suggested that the social worker may have some appropriate ideas as well.


Special Committee Report
Fall Family Fun Night – “Monster Bash!” – Sue Cvetkovski: 110 people have signed up so far.  Final day to sign up is Friday, October 13.  No late registrations will be accepted.
Parent Surveys – Missy:   Will be working on this soon.

Audit Committee – Missy: Will schedule the audit this week.

New Business – Missy Fuino
NYS PTA Convention is being held at the Rochester Riverside Convention Center November 10-12.  We need to vote as a PTA at the next meeting so our two voting delegates can vote on the proposed resolutions at the Convention.

New Website – Our new website is in the process of being built.  We will be able to have updates, forms, etc. available online.

Open Floor – Missy and Charlene spoke about the Loew's Grant.  The PTA can apply for up to $5000 in grant money.  The school would like to have fitness stations along the trail behind the school.  The school-formed committee will write up the grant proposal and will work with the district to install if the grant is approved.  Other potential grant ideas include a community garden to plant ans raise produce, and buying international-themed books for the library.  Charlene will talk to Pat Daubendiek about the money the PTA is holding for her.  She may want to bring in an author or buy some international-themed books with these funds.

Principal’s Report – Charlene Frye
- International Baccalaureate (IB) – Brochures are now available.  The authorization visit is scheduled for October 12 and 13 at Buckman Heights and October 16 and 17 at Holmes Road.  Charlene requested that the PTA supply breakfast in addition to lunch.

-Reflection Room – This is a “time-out” room to be used for students only with parental permission.  Students are supervised by a staff member.
- Board of Education meeting – Next meeting is Tuesday, October 10.  Proposals to add to the Greece Schools' Code of Conduct will be discussed.  No skateboarding on school property, no cell phone use during the school day, and no hats allowed (exceptions allowed for School Spirit Day, Field Day, etc.) are the Code of Conduct additions being proposed.

Questions and Answers – Julia VanOrman
Julia was voted into a three-year Board of Education position in May.  She has previous experience as a PTA President, as well as being involved in the PTA Council and Genesee Valley Region PTA.  Residents are encouraged to call Board Clerk Lynn Armstrong at 966-2311 in order to speak at a Board meeting.  The Board is debating on a uniform policy and Capital Improvement projects.  Board meetings are broadcast on cable channel 12 the following Tuesday evening.  Steven Achramovitch will be taking the position of School Superintendent starting November 1.
